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Xiang Yu’ s former residence and birthplace, is also known as “Wutong Lane” . He
was the Overlord of Western Chu and the leader during the famous historical event
between Chu and Han in China. At that time, he left his Wutong Lane home and
raised the righteous banner, defeating the Qin soldiers, and showing the people his
unsurpassed power and prestige. Although he was defeated at the end of the war in
Gaixia, his courageous and heroic spirit is still admired by later generations.
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Xiang Yu’s former residence, which imitates the Han style, will instantly take you
back to the days of the Western Chu, with images of banners and beacons in front
of your eyes. Look up at the ancient acacia said to be planted by Xiang Yu. It is
still green and robust even after more than 2,000 years. Here, you can feel the
long-lasting and reassuring atmosphere of life. While visiting the historical site
and recalling on the past, performances such as Chu Chinese Clothing show, Chu
Dancing, and performance of the ancient music of Western Chu will take you
back a thousand years, and lead you to experience the simplicity and romance of
Western Chu.
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The Grand Bao’ en Temple was one of the oldest Buddhist temples in China and
was also the center of Buddhism in China during the Ming and Qing dynasties. Its
splendid Porcelain Tower was declared “the No. 1 pagoda in the world” by Emper-
or Yongle and was also recorded as one of the seven wonders of the medieval
world by Western missionaries. According to a document, the sacred glory of
Buddha’s relics appeared here for seven times in history.

The Grand Bao® en Temple was unfortu-
nately destroyed in the war, and later
rebuilt on the original site. The recon-
structed Grand Bao® en Temple Heritage
and Scenic Area is a protected exhibit of
the thousand-year-old underground palace
and precious gallery in the ruins of the
Grand Bao’ en Temple, as well as the
world-class national treasures excavated
from the underground palace, such as
stone and iron caskets, the gilded Ashoka
pagoda with seven treasures, golden and
silver coffins, which are classed as “Chi-
na’ s Top Ten New Archaeological Discov-
eries”.
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With “the terracotta warriors, the
tombs, the sculptured stones, and the
mountain, the rivers and ancient
temples” , called the “Three Greatest
Things of the Han Dynasty” , the Han
Cultural Scenic Area is a three-di-
mensional history. The Scenic Area
focuses on the essence of the Eastern
and Western Han Dynasties culture.
It can be said that it is the place in
Jiangsu where the legacy of this
period is best preserved with the
most detail.

The Shizishan Chu King’ s Mausoleum has been discovered here, which is a rarely
seen huge type of emperor’ s tomb of the Western Han Dynasty. Golden wool and
jade clothes, ornaments, and other cultural relics of exquisite craftsmanship and
high historical value have been unearthed in the tomb. The Han terracotta warriors
and horses are another major discovery after those from Qin Dynasty were discov-
ered in Xi’ an. More than 4,000 Han terracotta warriors are exquisitely shown and,
together with the underwater terracotta warriors, present the developed military,
economic and craft marvels, and civilization in the past. The lifelike Han sculp-
tured stones here are also listed as one of the three treasures of Jiangsu, vividly
showing the customs, religion, and rituals of the Han Dynasty.
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Chungiu Yancheng Scenic Area is the most completely preserved site in the form
of “three cities and three rivers” in the Chungiu Period, which has a history of
more than 2,700 years. Nearly 2,000 precious cultural relics have been discovered
at the site, which witnessed the splendid culture of the Chungiu Period.

Here in Yancheng, there is the ancient and spectacular bronze gate, the gardens
where a hundred schools of thought sparkled and interconnected, quaint market
streets, and the magnificent Chunqgiu Palace complex . as if you might travel back
to the Chungiu period any second. This is a classroom of the cultural epic in all
aspects for that period. You can visit the city, appreciate the ancient prose, admire
the chimes, wander in the markets, experience the folk customs, and learn about
the impressive culture of that time.
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Water is the indispensable element that
nourishes human civilization. It is partic-
ularly the case for Jiangsu Province,
where the civilization emerged in ancient
times and extends till today. Looking at
the historical path of Jiangsu, there have
been innumerable cultural heritages.
The museums and cultural relics have

connected the footsteps of the
water-nourished civilization and remind-
ed us of past glory, while, in the mean-
time, provide a lot of reference for
research and study.

Regional legends revealed in form of
cultural relics, and the relics can always
be seen in museums, for appreciation of
ancient people’ s clothing, food, housing,
traveling, emotion, and art. The elegant
and ancient bronzes, the rough and
straightforward Han bricks, the exquisite
Suzhou embroidery, and the luxurious:
broca Il show the elegance of
Jinling™ | , the delicacy of Wu
iture sthe romance of Chu and Han
culture, and the harmony and beauty of
Huaiyang culture.

Visitors can also explore the reasons for
the changes of dynasties by following
the historical sites, and or museums. .
Vicissitudes of time have been profound-
ly recorded in “textbooks” vivid stories,
which inspire and enlighten later genera-
tions. By appreciating the historical
articles, people can feel the trace left by
history and perceive the inclusive culture
of Jiangsu. As time passes, people can
also gain wisdom and a calm mind from
the learning.

With a layout of “one courtyard and six museums” , Nanjing Museum, in an
elegant and majestic style, has more than 430,000 pieces (sets), valuable collec-
tions at both national and regional level, from the Paleolithic period until the
present time. The range covers imperial articles handed down by the generations,
as well as archaeological discoveries, such as bronzes, jade, ceramics, lacquer-
ware, silk embroidery, and paintings and calligraphy, as well as architectural
relics. These considerable cultural relics and specimens of Jiangsu history are a
witness to the historical development of Chinese civilization.
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Suzhou Museum, founded in 1960, is a comprehensive museum integrating
modern museum buildings, ancient buildings, and innovative landscape gardens.
The new Suzhou Museum building was designed by Ieoh Ming Pei, a famous
Chinese architect. Traditional elements such as white wall and black tiles, creative
landscape gardens, an artfu combination of natural light, and the simple style make
this museum itself a rare “exhibition”.

The exquisite landscaping of Suzhou
Museum is just like a giant freehand
ancient landscape painting. Among the
cultural relics (more than 40,000 pieces)
collected in the museum, there are
numerous “Relics of Wu™ | so it is the
best museum to find out about Wu
Culture. During some theme events,
Suzhou Museum creates a wonderful
experience connecting the ancient and
modern times by providing various tradi-
tional cultural shows.
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Founded by modern industrialist Mr. Zhang Jian, Nantong Museum is the first
public museum in China privately founded by Chinese people and is also a
museum of distinctive style. The redesigned Nantong Museum Garden has a
collection of about 50,000 items, including a Toyota-made mechanical loom
purchased from Japan, which is a historical reminder of the development of
Nantong’s textile industry and the prosperous mechanical era.

To commemorate Zhang Jian, his former
residence has been preserved and
restored in the museum. In April each
year, the two century-old wisteria vines
in front of the residence are in full
bloom, so stepping into the residence
past the wisteria is like travelling through
time and space, where the stories of
Zhang Jian and Nantong are unfolded
one by one before our eyes.
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
